Therevampis partof abroad
reviewbythe Insurance Regula-
tory and Development Author-
ityof India(IRDAI)and alsoaims
toreduce high distribution costs
in one of the world’s fastest-
growing insurance marKkets,
according to the sources who
have knowledge of the discus-
sionsbetween theregulatorand
theindustry.

“Adraftframework is immi-
nent and could be circulated
within the next four to six
weeks,’said one of the sources.

The planned proposal to
move from large upfront pay-
ments in favour of paying out
commissions over the life of a
policy has not been previously
reported.
