Modi on Thursday
reasserted that Opera-
tion Sindoorwas a befit-
ting reply to perpetrators of
terror on Indian soil and the
nation stands united in the
fight against terrorism.

"Operation Sindoor against

What terrorists did in Pahalgam
was an attack on humanity,
and we are now united in the
fight against terrorism," Mr
Modisaid in hisvirtual address.

Where Progress Meets Purpose
and Nature Nurtures Growth"
programme, marking the 50th
anniversary of Sikkim's statehood
event through avideo conference
from West Bengal's Bagdogra.

Former Chief Minister and
Leader of Opposition Jairam
Thakur has demanded action
against the alleged illegal
liquor factory busted on May
5 in Kala Amb in Himachal
Pradesh. Thakur on Thursday
alleged that the factory, "Trilok-
sons Brewery," had materials
worth hundreds of crores of
rupees for manufacturing
liquor.

"Despiteinitial action, the
excise department seems to
have gone slow, and the king-
pins behind the factory have
not been caught yet," he
charged.

Thakur accused the Chief
Minister's Office (CMO) of
being involved in the case,
whichled to the action being
stalled. He questioned who
was protecting this massive
liquor factory and why.

"The factory had materials
worth hundreds of crores for

manufacturing liquor, and
230 cases of whisky were
seized, along with 3.95 lakh
labels for English liquor and
42,000 labels for desiliquor,"
healleged, adding that around
20to 22 unauthorised employ-
ees were found working at
the factory.

Thakur asked the govern-
ment to take immediate action
against the kingpins behind
the factory and ensure they
are brought to justice. He
emphasised that the govern-
ment should take strict action
against those involved in such
large-scale illegal activities
and ensure that the rule of
law is upheld.

Thakur also criticised
the state government for
charging women applica-
tion fees for government
jobs, stating that his gov-
ernment had waived such
fees for women in the past.
He demanded that the cur-
rent government should
also waive these fees.

the Prime Minister remarked
that today was the day to cele-
brate their achievements of
the past 50 years, lauding the
Sikkim Chief Minister and his
team’s energy in making the
grand event memorable.
Highlighting that today

the highest per capita income
in the country, Mr Modi said:

Emphasizing thatsince 2014,
his government has followed
the principle of Sabka Saath,
Sabka Vikas model, the Prime
Minister highlighted that a
developed India requires bal-
anced development, ensuring
that no region is left behind
while another progresses.

years, thiswill generate numer-
ous employment opportunities
for the youth of Sikkim and
the Northeast region.

The Prime Minister further
recalled a time when travel for
education, healthcare, and
employmentwas amajor chal-
lenge.

Noting that the situation
has changed significantly over
the past decade, the Prime
Minister pointed out that nearly
400 kilometers of newnational
highways have been built in
Sikkim during this period. Hun-
dreds of kilometers of new
roads have been constructed
in villages.

Remarking that the con-

struction of Atal Setu has
enhanced Sikkim’s connectivity
with Darjeeling, Mr Modi said
thatworkis progressing rapidly
on theroad linking Sikkim with
Kalimpong.

He added that the Bagdo-
gra-Gangtok Expressway will
make travel to and from Sikkim
much easier. He also announced
plans to connect this expressway
with the Gorakhpur-Siliguri
Expressway, further strength-
ening the region’s infrastruc-
ture.

Asserting that the NDA gov-
ernmentwas dedicated to mak-
ingIndiaasports superpower,
the Prime Minister said: “We
want the northeast to move in

this direction ... .Sikkim has
potential to become a hub of
adventure sports.”

Emphasizing that “for fifty
years, Sikkim has become a
model of progresswith nature,”
the Prime Minister asserted: “A
sustainable organic state has
been created.... It has become
ahuge garden of biodiversity. It
has become a natural organic
state.”
