arising from its 5
January 2026 judgment
denying bail to Delhi riots
accused Umar Khalid and
Sharjeel Imam, after questions
were raised over whether the
decision was contrary to the
law laid down by a three-judge
Benchin the 2021 K.A. Najeeb
judgment governing grant of
bail in UAPA cases.

A Bench of Justice Aravind
Kumar and Justice P.B. Varale
passed the reference order
while granting interimbail for
sixmonths totwoother accused
inthe 2020 Delhi riots conspiracy
case ~ Tasleem Ahmed and
Khalid Saifi.

The Court directed that the
issue be placed before the Chief
Justice of India for constitution
ofan appropriatelarger Bench
to clarify the legal position,

particularly regarding the
interpretation and application
of Section 43D(5) of the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act
(UAPA),which imposesstringent
conditions for granting bail.

The development camedays
after another two-judge Bench
of Justice BV. Nagarathna and
Justice Ujjal Bhuyan, while
granting bail to Syed Iftikhar
Andrabion May18, had expressed
reservations over the correctness
of the 5January, 2026 judgment
in Gulfisha Fatima denying
bail to Umar Khalid and Sharjeel
Imam.

The 16 May judgment had
observed that the January 2026
ruling appeared inconsistent
with the principles laid down
by the threejudge Bench in
K.A. Najeeb judgment, which
held that prolonged incarceration
and delay inconclusion of trial
couldjustify grantof baileven
under the stringent provisions
of the UAPA.

SV. Raju urged the Court to

extending the “bail is the rule
andjailis theexception” principle
toUAPA cases.He argued that
bail pleas under the anti-terror
law must be assessed on the

specific facts and gravity of

each case and that stringent
statutory restrictions under the
UAPA did not violate Article
21 of the Constitution.

The Bench noted that while
the January 2026 judgment
had not disregarded the K.A.

Najeeb ruling, the later

its reasoning.
The Court observed that a

Bench of equal strength could
not cffectively unsettle the
reasoning of another coordinate
Bench and such differences
required authoritative resolution
by a larger Bench.

While makingthe reference,
theCourt clarified that nothing
in its order was intended to
dilutethe authority of the 2021
K.A. Najeeb judgment.

Senior Congress leader Jairam
Ramesh on Friday targeted
the Centre over what he
called apattern of the United
States announcing key foreign
policy  developments
involving India before New
Delhiitself, citing US Secretary
of State Marco Rubio’s recent
remarks on the proposed
visit by Venezuela's leadership.
“At 5:37 p.m. on 10 May,
2025, the US Secretary of
State Marco Rubio was the
first to announce the halt to
Operation Sindoor,” Ramesh
said in a post on X.
“Yesterday, Mr.Rubio was
again the very first to announce

that the President of Venezuela
would be visiting India next
week.

This was even before India
and Venezuela had even
hinted or confirmed the
news,” he wrote. Rubio had
indicated that Venezuelan
interim president Delcy
Rodriguez would travel to
India while discussing energy
ties between Washington
and New Delhi. The
announcement came ahead
of any formal statement from
either the Ministry of External
Affairs or Caracas.

Ramesh said the Venezuelan
leader had been expectedto
attend the launch of the
International Big Cat Alliance
in New Delhi, a conservation

initiative launched by India
in 2023 to protect seven
major big cat species globally.
He added thatthe event had
now been postponed because
of a fresh Ebola outbreak in
parts of Africa. “What else
does the US Secretary of
State havein store for Indian
foreign policy?” Ramesh
asked.

The Ministry of External
Affairs and the African Union
have since confirmed that
both the International Big
Cat Alliance summit and the
India-Africa Forum Summit
have been deferred following
health concerns. The meetings
would be rescheduled after
consultations on the evolving
situation, officials said.
